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Valley View at a Glance

» Incorporated in 2002, and have secured more than 2 million dollars in grants
and private donations to preserve a total of 190 acres of historically significant
land and one of the last family farms in southwestern Ohio.

» Welcomed more than 8,000 visitors to the property in 2015.

» Maintain more than 5 miles of walking/hiking trails free and open to the public
every day. Our trails helped the City of Milford earn the first “Trail Town”
designation. Our trails have been incorporated into the Ohio Buckeye Trail and
are also part of the National Park Service North Country National Scenic Trail
and American Discovery Trail.

» Restored two 19th century barns from imminent collapse.

» Secured a substantial grant from the Clean Ohio Fund in 2015 to purchase and
preserve the historic Gatch family property known as Arrowhead Farm.

» Operate the first community garden in Milford which is used by more than 50
individual gardeners, families and groups to grow and enjoy fresh produce.

» Restored 60 acres of tall prairie grasslands which is prime bird and animal
habitat.

» Established and are successfully growing one of the largest hops yards in the state
of Ohio to help fund our agricultural programs.

» Co-coordinate the annual Clermont County Spring Litter Clean Up involving 700-
1,000 volunteers each year.
